The Five Woes 
1.  Isaiah 28 - “Woe to the proud crown of the drunkards of Ephraim” 
2.  Isaiah 29 - “Woe, O Ariel, Ariel the city where David once camped!” 
3.  Isaiah 30 - “Woe to the rebellious children, declares the Lord, who execute a plan, but   
    not Mine, and make an alliance, but not of My Spirit” 
4.  Isaiah 31 - “Woe to those who go down to Egypt for help and rely on horses …     
    …. but they do not look to the Holy One of Israel, nor seek the LORD!” 
5.  Isaiah 33 - “Woe to you, O destroyer, ….. as soon as you finish destroying, you will be   
    destroyed.” 

Theme Statement:  The LORD God gives ample and clear warning in His Word regarding the 
consequences of sin.  In the end, there are only two final outcomes, either enduring the eternal 
wrath of God or being saved with gladness from the wrath of God through repentance and faith 
in the Redeemer, Jesus Christ.
