2. They were involved in the jJudgements of the sons of Israel.
(vs.30; Num.27:21; 1 Sam.28:6)

3. They had to be small in size to fit into the breastpiece.

4. These items were to be carried over the High Priest’'s heart
each time they entered into the Most Holy Place. (vs.30;
Lev.8:8)
